1964, ceers six squamiles, and hasdiwmiles of coastlin€he curent population is 10,436.

The entire city (except for three small parcels) is located within the Coastal Zone. Morro Bay
a full serice City with its wn Police, e, Receation and &ks, Fhance, Aministration, and
Harbor Depatments. The City jointly evns and operatesy(khe City) a waskater teatment

plant with the unincorporated community of Cayucos to the north and the plant is located
within the City Limits.The City is in the mcess of upgrading theatment plant to teary
treatment standards to the tune of about $28 million.

During his tenure at SLO County he fathered the increase in parkland, recreation
opportunities, and facilities to more than triple from when he first arrived. Most significantly
he administered the closing of Camp San Luis Obispo lands (5000 acres of military
development) and the redevelopment of those lands for public uses for parks, Cuesta Colle
and Cal Bly He wote operating pcedues for thélransporation Agencgythe Regional

Panning Council, the AirdHution Contol Agencythe Airpot Land Use Commission, and

the Subdivision Review Board.

Ned captured the opportunity to bring a conservative agricultural county into the mainstreal
of modern land use planning and vital resource planning. Because the Central California Cc
is endowed with rich and abundant resources, many of the programs were aimed at protect
the envionment and wisely using limitezsouces.These complex and ¥ead thinking land

use programs are still operative and relevant today

Ned spread his expertise throughout the county and served as part time planning director f
six of the sew cities as paof his SO County duties and as a it consultant.of moe

than ten gars he was a pame lectuer for the Cal &y School of Ahitectue City and

Regional Planning Department teaching History of Cities, and the Principles of Planning,
Zoning andTranspotation.

Ned battled back from kidney disease that forced his retirement from SLO County to start a
run Rogoway Planning for 28 years and was still active up to his passing. His planning
consultancy concentrated on project management multi-use developments, single property
uses, and complex zoning issues.

Ned gave back to the environmental and planning industry and the community by devoting
abundance of his time to the Americkamming Association (AP and the Association of
Environmental Pofessionals (AEP).eHounded &oples &f Help Housing Corporation, a
non-profit low income housing authority were he served as Chairman of the Board of Directc
for twelve of its most formative years. It is now considered the most honored of all of the nol
profit low-cost housing agencies in the SLO

Country. He receied the Qitstanding

SECTION IAPACA BILL SUMMAR

AB 842 — dnes — Regional Pans andVMT Redudion for Bond Criteria

This bill requires the Department of Housing and Community Development to rank proposals ft
funding as to whether or not they are within a jurisdiction that has adopted a general plan, and a reg
that has adopted a regional blueprint, that will reduce vehicle miles traveled by 10%.

APACA POSITION: Cppose

ISSUES: This bill conflicts with the dtice of kinding Availability aleady issued for infrastture

bond funds, and requires local governments to prove that VMT has been reduced by 10%, which at
point is not viable.

STATUS: In Snate Apropriations Committee

AB 1017 — Ma — CEQA Appeals

CEQA provides that if a nonelected decision-making body of a local lead agency certifies an |

There was no organized opposition to Measure G, as supporters argued that the town with the low
median household income of any city in the county needed growth. “Nobody wants to see the loss
farmland, but the benefits to the town outweigh it,” said John Chamberlain, marketing director for
Limoneira. “Bople eally want to see a raquospeous tovn for eerybody’

County Supervisor Steve Bennett, one of the architects of Save Open-space and Agricultural Re-
souces, said early in the night that he did not consider the lopgledsetbackin8e Ventura

passed the first SOAR measure in the mid-1990s, voters across the county have repeatedly rejec
large-scale development outside city boundaries.

But woters in 8nta Rula hag historically supped the open-space vament ly modest margins,
Bennett said. “Nt only is 8nta Rula unique but it is a uniquely populajgxt as evidencey the
fact there was no opposition,” he said.

SCOARS boad of directors did not mount a campaign agairesadve G. Eennett said thatbecause

SQOAR suppders who lig in @nta Rula did not ask for that intention. im Procter a @nta Rula
resident who has been active in the SOAR movement, said he voted for the measure. He found tt
development well designed with a range of housing. “Even though it is agricultural land, it gave us
most bang for the buck,” he said.

About 400 acres of the property are in active agricultural production, with the remaining 100 acres
natural undeveloped land and ranch housing. Limoneira would preserve 200 acres with open spac
trails and an unknown amount of avocado acreage, with the remainder to be developed into urban
uses.

The aea sits on the edge of a 34,008-geenbelt negotiated I&anta Rula and ifmore. The

Fillmore City Council has raised concerns about the project, but talks have been postponed pendi
the vote. Now that Measure G has passed, city officials will be asking the boundary-setting panel
known as LAFCO to allow annexation. If LAFCO does that in the fall, groundbreaking is expected
